
THE THIRD SIEGE OF
OLD WARDOUR CASTLE!

Join the Poetry Field Club in its assault on Old Wardour Castle (Wilts.). This stronghold 
of the aristocracy, in its ‘catholic’ aspect, and of the bourgeoisie, in its ‘protestant’ aspect, 
requires only a nonist perspective to lever it out the ideal realm - where it is ‘heritage’ - and 
into the placeless realm, where it is the cradle of Proletarian Revolution. Designed by 
Neo-Platonists, it is reputed to overlay the tomb of Christ.
